In its 60th year of service to the Rochester community, Mary
Cariola Children’s Center announces a Capital Campaign
to strengthen its endowment and residential program.

The Campaign has reached over $3 million in gifts
and pledges. It is led by Co-Chairs Jim Hammer and
Mark Siewert, along with 20 campaign volunteers. More
than 120 donors have made pledges, including 12 lead-
ership gifts of $50,000 or more.
